Public Announcement

ITPC “International Treatment Preparedness Coalition” announces the selection of projects that will be financed as a result of the public call made on May 1, 2006.

The call was made on May 1st. Concerns were addressed until May 30. The call was closed on May 31. The technical committee evaluated projects until July 17. On August 18, in Cartagena, Colombia, the ITPC Regional Council, with advice from the assessment technical committee, determined the projects to be financed in 2006.

Under the terms of reference, ITPC seeks to finance projects in the following three lines: 1 Education and Training on treatment quality, 2 Citizen participation and supervisorship in health related topics; and 3 Advocacy and political impact. ITPC does not consider financing or primary prevention programs; it only seeks to improve access to drugs and to integrated health care of PLWHA in Latin America through financing of the three lines.
The call focused on Support and/or Mutual Help Groups formed by PLWHA (GAP), Local or national networks of PLWHA, Community based organizations working on the lines to be financed (CBO), Non-governmental organizations working on the lines to be financed (NGO) and/or 
Partnerships by groups mentioned above. Projects submitted by regional networks, governmental offices, international agencies, organizations from the Caribbean (they are included in the Caribbean call), pharmaceutical companies and/or private businesses were not eligible for the proposal evaluation process.

The total budget allocated for Latin America was US$ 200.000. A total of 121 projects from 15 countries were submitted (see Table 1), of which 18 were chosen for financing.

Significant points that need to be highlighted about ITPC during its acknowledgement, base groups inclusion, and support for the Latin American activists incubator processes, highly regarded for this call.

1. The organizations: Información Para Convivir con el vih/sida – INPACVIH – from Peru and the Asociación Civil Luchemos por la Vida -  ALVI from Venezuela) received financing during 2005. Both experiences were successful implementing their actions, managing resources, in the creative development of their actions, in the high level of PLWHA participation; therefore they were awarded financing and were allowed to continue their community work process with PLWHA in 2006. (see Tabla 2).
2. The organizations (Red Argentina de Mujeres Viviendo con vih o sida - RAMVHIS, Fundación REDVIHDA – from Bolivia, Coalición ecuatoriana de personas que viven con vih o sida – CEPVVS – from Ecuador, Comité Humanitario de Esfuerzo Compartido Contra el Sida, CHECOS – from Mexico, Instituto de Formación Sexológica Integral – SEXUR – Uruguay,  Asociación Civil Manantial de Vida Pro Defensa de los Derechos Humanos – AMAVIDA – from Venezuela and Agrupación de salud Vida Nueva 2000 Valdivia – from Chile, for their projects, have or are leaded by people who participated in the Project Training and Lines to be Financed Workshops held by ITPC in Panama and Quito. These organizations submitted projects in 2005 and were not awarded financing, so they were invited to the ITPC workshops, and in 2006 received good scores and will be financed. (see Table 2)

3. About 60% of the persons from organizations which were trained by ITPC in the Panama and Quito workshops, submitted projects in 2006. This is proof of the importance that ITPC has given to technical support of bases and groups of PLWHA, and an indication of the very high acknowledgement and trust for the work done by us in Latin America in the merely 1 1/2 years of creation, being able to finance 33 projects in 16 countries on the region.
