Call for Proposals for the Collaborative Fund for HIV/AIDS Treatment Preparedness in Southern Africa

Background 

The Collaborative Fund for HIV/AIDS Treatment Preparedness is a partnership of Tides Centre with members of the International Treatment Preparedness Coalition (ITPC) that aims to fund efforts by civil society, especially people living with HIV/AIDS, to advocate for and participate in the development and implementation of HIV treatment access programs. 

In the Southern Africa region, a Regional Advisory Committee (RAC) acts as the regional governing body for the Collaborative Fund and the ITPC, and is made up of community experts from around the region. The RAC sets the grant priorities and monitors implementation of activities by Collaborative Fund grantees. The RAC is also the regional governing body for the Southern African Treatment Access Movement (SATAMO), and runs an interactive list.  A subcommittee of the RAC called the Community Review Panel (CRP) is responsible for reviewing proposals submitted to the Fund. This group is made up of 7 activists, who include regional representatives of the Network of African People Living with HIV/AIDS (NAP+) and International Community of Women Living with HIV/AIDS (ICW).
The International Treatment Preparedness Coalition (ITPC) is a coalition of some 800 people living with HIV/AIDS and their advocates from over 125 countries promoting universal access to comprehensive AIDS treatment, through local, national, regional and global treatment advocacy and literacy projects. It was born out of the March 2003 International Treatment Preparedness Summit in Cape Town, South Africa, and now is involved in international advocacy projects, including engaging with major drug companies to lower drug prices and monitoring national treatment rollout programs in selected countries. Funds have been received from a number of donors, including the UK-based Department for International Development (DfID). For this funding cycle in Southern Africa, a total of over US$200, 000 is available.

Call for proposals

We are now calling for the submission proposals for supporting community-based HIV treatment advocacy and education programs that are in line with the priorities listed below. Grants will be allocated to successful applications for a period of up to one year to a maximum amount of 10,000 US dollars per application. Please note that a reasonable amount will be granted to support allowances and incentives for staff and volunteers implementing the proposed activities.

The objective of this grant program for HIV/AIDS treatment preparedness in Southern Africa is to support initiatives of civil organisations that represent interests of people living with HIV/AIDS and other communities affected by the HIV/AIDS epidemic.
Funding Priority Areas

The priority areas for funding include:

· Developing and strengthening communities of People Living with HIV/AIDS (PLWHA) and other vulnerable communities affected by HIV/AIDS for carrying out advocacy actions related to increasing access to HIV treatment and services.

· Developing treatment education initiatives that will lead to improved access to HIV/AIDS treatment. 

· Improving access to treatment for people living with HIV/AIDS specifically treatment education, information and preparedness for antiretroviral drugs (ARVs) and medicines to treat opportunistic infections.

· Overcoming stigma and discrimination toward people with HIV/AIDS and/or vulnerable populations at risk for HIV, including women, sex workers, youth, MSM (men who have sex with men), women who have sex with women (WSW), bisexuals, and transgender communities, people with disabilities, children and mobile populations.

· Capacity building and strengthening the development of PLWHA organisations and other key partners to enable them to effectively deliver treatment-related interventions, including treatment literacy and advocacy. 

· Supporting projects that focus on advocacy for vulnerable groups, for example, advocacy related to harm reduction or human rights. 

· Addressing issues of gender-based violence and other factors limiting or barring access to treatment by women and girls.

Eligibility

· Nongovernmental community-based organisations working on HIV treatment education and advocacy and related issues are invited to apply for a grant. 
· These organisations must be based in Malawi, Namibia, Swaziland, South Africa, Botswana, Zambia, Mozambique, Angola, Lesotho, Zimbabwe, Mauritius, Madagascar and the Seychelles.  
· Joint projects between organisations are also accepted for consideration.
