Train and sensitive PLWA, health care personnel and representatives of public and private institutions on HIV/AIDS issues, specifically related to HAART and Human Rights.  Identify PLWA leaders in the provinces of the Loreto Department.

Expected Results

A total of 240 people, including PLWA, health care personnel and representatives of public and private institutions, will receive training on HIV/AIDS in 6 capitals of the District.

The identification of 10 PLWA leaders who are committed to working on HIV/AIDS issues and the creation of a communication network.
