Summary: 
Seventeen groups have received funding of about USD 190,000 in total to implement projects on treatments education, literacy and advocacy in China, Indonesia, Thailand, Vietnam and the Philippines. The projects represent a good balance between urban and rural sites, established and new organisations, and different affected communities including injecting drug users, sex workers, men who have sex with men, and the poor. Also diverse are the sites of intervention: hospitals and government run treatment centres, PLWHA groups, a drug rehabilitation centre, and a Vietnamese centre for labour and education. Many of the programs, if successful, may serve as models for other organisations to replicate. Other projects will produce training materials and other modules which will be shared with other organisations.
